Milk Break Program

2011-12
Students in grades K-5 have the opportunity to drink milk during the morning or afternoon break.  Kindergarten students will pay a flat fee of $20.00 for the year and a state program covers the rest.  The cost for grades 1-5 is 50¢ per day or approximately $10 per month deducted weekly from the student’s lunch account.  Students enrolled in the milk program are charged for milk each day they participate; absent students are not charged.  The classroom teacher determines if their class will participate in the milk break program on an annual basis. The federal milk program is not part of the educational benefits eligibility, so all students are welcome to participate as long as there is money deposited into their lunch account to cover the cost.   

Payments for milk break are deposited into the student’s lunch account along with lunch payments.  
For families that wish to pay for the full year at the start of school, milk break for one student will be:  (.50x174) = $87.00
